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Error Analysis of English Passive Sentences

Abstract : This paper addresses some typical errors in English passive sentences that
have appeared in medical papers written mostly by young doctors and researchers.
The incorrect sentences are analyzed in order to trace possible causes of those errors.
The errors presented are classified into three types: (1) syntactical errors, specifically
those caused by an insufficient knowledge of English verb patterns; (2) errors arising
from the violation of selectional or semantic restrictions, namely those caused by a lack
of knowledge about the co-occurrences of verbs and their objects; and (3) errors more
or less attributable to L. interference. It is shown that the division between errors
traceable to L. interference and those that are independent of L, interference is not

always clearcut.
